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2015 by 18% and stagnation during 2016 compared to 2014, and then continued to
rise during 2017 and 2018 respectively by 20% and 16% compared to 2014. It was also
found that there was a significant increase in the volume of imports of each HS Code

of the products under investigation, whether in absolute or relative to production.

It was also found that the increase in imports under investigation was due to unforeseen
developments, namely the increase in the global production of steel, as well as the
trade procedures and measures adopted by many countries in the world against
their imports of steel products, which contributed to the significant increase in GCC

imports of steel products.

Based on the study prepared by GCC-TSAIP on the GCC imports of the products
under investigation and the situation of the GCC industry, the Permanent Committee
has decided to initiate an investigation against the increase of GCC imports of certain
Steel products in accordance with Article 2, paragraph 4 of the Regulation, as they are
satisfied that the information, data, evidence, and facts reported in the study appear
to be sufficient to justify the initiation of the investigation as per the provisions of the
Common Law and its Rules of Implementation. Therefore, the Notice of Initiation
is published in this Official Gazette while its publishing date is considered to be
the effective date for the initiation of this investigation according to Article 9 of the

Regulation.

The investigation aims to determine whether the products under investigation
were being imported into GCC countries, as results of unforeseen developments, in
such increased quantities, absolute or relative to GCC production, and under such
conditions as to cause or threaten to cause a serious injury to the GCC industry that

produce like or directly competitive products.
Investigation Period
The investigation period covers the period from 1 January 2014 to 30 June 2019.

According to Article 23 of the Regulation, the investigation shall be completed

Increase of Imports & Serious Injury

The Permanent Committee found from the available data based on the study prepared
by GCC-TSAIP that there is an increase of GCC imports of the products under
investigation, either in absolute or relative to the GCC production during the period
2014 - 2018, where the volume of imports of all steel products combined increased in
2015 by 19% and then almost stabilized in 2016 (a slight decrease of less than 1%)
compared to 2014, and then continued to rise during 2017 and 2018 respectively by 10%
and 13% compared to 2014. These imports also recorded the same trend in relative

terms compared to the GCC production, where they recorded an increase during

Initiation of Safeguard Investigation against the increase of GCC

In conformity with the GCC Common Law on Anti-Dumping, Countervailing and
Safeguard Measures and its Rules of Implementation, (hereinafter referred to as the
Regulation), the Permanent Committee has decided to initiate a safeguard investigation
against the increase of GCC imports of certain steel products pursuant to Article 2,
paragraph 4, of the Regulation, therefore, the GCC- TSAIP announces the Initiation of
Safeguard Investigation against the increase of GCC imports of certain steel products,
from the date of the publication of this notice in the Official Gazette of the Bureau of
the Technical Secretariat for the Injurious Practices in International Trade (hereinafter

referred to as Official Gazette) according to the following:
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Introduction

In compliance with the basic objectives of the Cooperation Council for the Arab
States of the Gulf, and in conformity with the objectives of the GCC Unified Economic
Convention seeking to achieve economic integration among GCC member states, and
aware of the crucial role played by GCC industries in the economies of the GCC member
states, it becomes vital for the member states to take necessary measures against dumping,
subsidy and increase of imports, which cause injury, threat of injury, or retardation to

GCC industries.

Pursuant to Article 86 of the Rules of Implementation of the GCC Common Law on
Antidumping, Countervailing Measures and Safeguard Measures which states, '"The
Technical Secretariat issues an Official Gazette where it publishes all publications required
under this Common Law and its Rules of Implementation".
